ear ANZAC Colleagues | The term ‘ANZAC’ is protected under

Australian law and cannot be used in Australia without permission
of the Minister for Veterans’ Affairs. Similar restrictions are enshrined in
New Zealand law. Misuse, particularly for commercial purposes, can be
legally challenged. The law prevents corporations and individuals from
exploiting the ANZAC ‘brand’ and the Department of Veterans’ Affairs
has blocked dozens of applicants wanting to sell merchandise such as
ANZAC-branded bottles of port and stubby holders.

However, there is a general exemption for ANZAC biscuits. As long as
they remain basically true to the original recipe, and are referred to and
sold as biscuits and not cookies, they may be referred to as ANZAC
biscuits. Notably, the recipe omits eggs. Eggs were scarce during
WWI, due to many poultry famers enlisting, and ingredients without egg
meant the biscuits did not spoil easily. Wives, mothers and women’s
groups sent the biscuits to servicemen abroad, as the biscuits kept well
during long transportation.
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Over the years, the RSL has steadfastly maintained that any reference
to ANZAC should be denoted correctly, and not  (continued on page 2)

There is probably an unwritten law in
Australia and New Zealand that
says, “Don’t make jokes about
ANZAC". You could once make
jokes about almost anything, even
the Dockers, but not the Australian
and New Zealand Army Corps.

The ANZACs themselves, seem to
have maintained a sense of humour
and used dark-humour to cope with
adversity. Alan Moorehead, in his
classic 1956 book ‘Gallipoli’, quoted
one ANZAC soldier calling out to the
Turks, “Play you again next
Saturday”, after a series of
particularly bloody clashes at
Gallipoli on 19 May 1915. The quote
was repeated in the 2005 television
documentary ‘Gallipoli Revealed’. A
Turkish historian in ‘Gallipoli
Revealed’ showed his disgust at this
quip, insinuating Australian soldiers
had an apparent lack of regard for
the sanctity of life. It seems it defied
his beliefs and was not politically
correct. In today’s Australian
Defence Force, would such a quip
be seen as not fitting 21st Century
attitudes, rather than being a
defensive way of coping with
tragedy? In today's Defence Force,
there would be every possibility of an
inquiry being called into such a quip.
The inquiry, based on recent
examples, might take several years
and culminate in a court martial.

One can only imagine what outrage
would be feigned if the quip was
made today with a gender
connotation, like “Play you Sheilas
again next Saturday!” Much has
happened in Turkey since 2005 and
political scientists no longer regard
Turkey as a fully-fledged democracy.
Might that same Turkish historian
today have a view about the
apparent lack of regard for the
sanctity of life in his own country?
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Political correctness, of course, only
applies in democracies and the
current President of Turkey clearly
will say and do anything for his own
crass political purposes. In Australia
and New Zealand we once had a
history of using humour. But that
was before the current age of
political correctness and now we are
too busy trying to avoid causing
offence to be humorous. If only there
were university courses devoted to
the study of Billy Connelly, Benny
Hill and Dave Allen! It will be a
signpost that we have lost our
democracy when humour has
completely gone.

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Seven Australian soldiers identified
from Battle of Fromelles

Seven Australian soldiers who fought and died

in the attack

at Fromelles in France during World War One have been formally
identified by the 2019 Fromelles Identification Board.

New headstones will soon be
installed at the soldiers’ final resting
place to recognise their correct
identities. The soldiers were
recovered in 2009 and are among
250 Australian soldiers buried as
‘Unknown Soldiers’ in the
Commonwealth War Graves
Commission Fromelles (Pheasant
Wood) Cemetery.

This is the 10th year

the Fromelles Identification Board
has met to consider evidence,
including new DNA donors, to try to
determine the identity of soldiers yet
to be named. The board examines
artefacts and historical records, as
well as evidence gathered by
anthropologists, archaeologists and
DNA specialists to make its
decision. Over this period, the
Fromelles Project has successfully
identified 166 Australian soldiers,
while 84 soldiers’ identities still
remain undetermined.

This outcome represents the
culmination of a powerful
collaboration between Defence,
other agencies, contracted
specialists, volunteer researchers
and, most importantly, families of the
missing who have recently supplied
DNA for comparison to the soldiers.

The soldiers’ identification will be
acknowledged during the annual
commemoration ceremony

at Fromelles in July 2019.

Defence encourages the public to
register with the Australian Army’s
Unrecovered War Casualties team if
they have relatives who fought at
Fromelles, have a date of death
between 19-21 July 1916, and have
no known grave.

AP-3C Orion A09-659 goes to
Australian War Memorial

The Australian War Memorial will
soon become home to AP-3C Orion
aircraft (tail number A09-659),
preserving the heritage of this
significant aircraft. The aircraft's
missions included long-range
maritime surveillance, anti-
submarine warfare, anti-surface unit
warfare and search and survivor
supply.

Since arriving in Australia in July
1985, it performed a vast range of
operations, including search and
rescue missions for yachts off the
coast of Queensland and in the
Southern Ocean, medical
evacuation of a premature baby
from Alice Springs, and flying
missions for Operations Spitfire,
Warden, Slipper, Falconer and
Relex Il.

The aircraft's most recent significant
operational flight was in Feb 2009
during Operation Firestorm,
supporting Victorian authorities by
providing intelligence surveillance
reconnaissance data to help combat
the Victorian bushfires. The aircraft
was retired in June 18 at RAAF
Base Edinburgh SA after flying
more than 17,000 hours.

ADF Retirees Association
executives Jim Hislop and Herb
Ellerbock met with DVA Minister
Darren Chester on 27 March to
discuss aspects of the Defence
Force Retirement and Death
Benefits (DFRDB) Scheme.

Also present were the DoD Head
responsible for DFRDB, the
Departmental subject expert,
Senator Bridget McKenzie's senior
advisor, National Party candidate for
the Federal seat of Indi, and the
Minister’'s executive assistant. Herb
delivered a presentation based on
his revised paper, The Denial of
Benefits in the DFRDB Scheme
which he had prepared with input
from Peter Hayes (GPCAPT Retd),
Ron Haack and Christian Bennett
(both WGCDR Retd) and Jim.

The presentation made clear that
ADFRA is seeking:

1. Restoration of our benefits to the
Fair Indexation baseline

2. Removal of the partial indexation
provisions which exclude from
indexation an amount of our
retirement/invalidity pay and our
widows’ pensions

3. Restoration of commutation to a
proportionate arrangement, by
ceasing retirement pay reductions
when we reach our notional
retirement age, and refunding
retirement pay reductions which
exceed the amount commuted.
Herb’s evidence in support of these
goals was compelling.

While the matter of partial
indexation was news to the Minister
and DoD personnel, the Minister
seemed to understand and asked
pertinent questions. He said he
understood that, DFRDB members
were seeking fairness and
suggested the impending inquiry
would go some way toward
achieving that.

Unfortunately, we were not able to
address the Inquiry Terms of

Reference (TOR) and this will be
left for DFWA at the upcoming ESO
Round Table (ESORT) meeting
with the Minister, so we are not
sure of outcomes. As subject
experts, we have already asked to
provide input to the TOR at the
ESORT pre-meeting, but that
request was denied by DFWA
Executive Director and Secretary
for ESORT. This attitude from
DFWA national is why we felt
compelled to form the Australian
Defence Force Retirees
Association to address our DFRDB
concerns. Regardless, will be
putting a major submission to the
Inquiry.

Herb advised the Minister that his
paper (with covering letters) has
also been forwarded to the
Commonwealth Ombudsman,
Australian Financial Complaints
Authority and Australian Human
Rights Commission.

There is still much confusion over
Commutation among DFRDB
members, much of it based on
incorrect assumptions, with some
suggesting it is the only issue worth
pursuing. However, Herb’s
analysis of the individual details of
almost one per cent of the total
DFRDB recipient population, shows
that for the vast majority of DFRDB
retirees, our annual losses due to
unfair and partial indexation are far
greater than the amount of the
annual losses from Commutation
for those of us who have reached
our notional life expectancy.

We are still well short of our target
number of case studies we are
seeking in support of our claim.
The information we require is:
Date of Retirement;  Effective
Years of Service; Initial
Retirement Pay Entitlement;
Total Amount Commuted;  Gross
Reduced Rate of Retirement Pay;
Current Rate of Retirement Pay;
Date of Effect (of Current Rate of
Retirement Pay); and
Contributions Due.

Highgate RSL President’s note:
It was pleasing to see the Minister
for Veterans’ Affairs recently
announce the government will
commission an independent inquiry
into the Defence Force Retirement
and Death Benefits (DFRDB)
superannuation fund. Many
Highgate Members are affected by
the commutation aspects of
DFRDB. The Citizens Electoral
Council of Australia issued a media
release on 29 March 2019 that
effectively summarises the main
issue. Their media release,

Who won World
War One? First,

) let me deal with
those who helped
win WWI, then
secondly, address
the broader nation
state dimensions
flowing from the Allies defeating
German Prussian militarism — wiping
out four empires and affirming the
role of the nation state, broadly
within a Judeo-Christian/Western-
civilisation construct.

At the outset, never forget the
autocratic military machine that was
Germany. To quote US Ambassador
to Germany James W Gerard writing
in 1917: The officers of the German
Army are all of one class, and of a
class devoted to the ideals of
autocracy....we are engaged in a
war against the greatest military
power the world has ever seen.

Of course at the core was the
Prussian Juncker class of warriors.
This was what the Allied Generals
were up against. The Generals
made their contributions, lucky and
unlucky, but others also played key
roles.

Field Marshal Edmund Allenby,
outstanding Australian Light
Horse leader Sir Harry Chauvel,
and Thomas Edward Lawrence (of
Arabia) were the big three who
dominated the defeat of the Turkish
Army, capturing everything from the
Suez through Jerusalem to
Damascus and Aleppo. They
effectively destroyed most of the
Ottoman Empire but this was a
sideshow to the crucible of the
Western Front which was set to
decide victory in World War One.

There is one criteria above all others
in assessing who most contributed to
victory on the Western Front of
World War One. Who had the x
factor, who delivered and made a
contribution that produced the extra
efforts helping to secure
breakthroughs and ultimate victory?

In short, there were 10 persons who
produced victory on a scale that
made a difference. At various times,
all 10 were close to losing their lives,
all showed incredible initiative and
boldness within the military rank and

Governmental structures, all were
motivated by the objective of victory
over the Germans - and all survived
the war.

There had been four long years of
stalemate along the Western Front
since 1914 and now some Generals
were talking of a 1919 offensive
after the winter of 1918! Due to the
contribution of these nine plus one
special Australian Nobel Laureate,
much happened in 1918 culminating
in the Armistice and victory over the
German Army.

Who were these 10 — a subjective
choice but based on research
and weightings of contributions
to victory. (I accept it will annoy
pure military historians to some
extent.)

1. King Albert 1 of the Belgians
resisted the huge German push
through Belgium in August 1914 as
actual Commander in Chief and
held on to the Ypres Salient for the
entire war. He was in some ways
the anchor of the Western Front at
its northern extremity. Yes, he was
slow to attack in 1918 and he had
help holding onto that key eight per
cent, but he has been too long
under-recognised for his vital
anchor role.

2. Winston Spencer Churchill in
1918 as Minister for Munitions was
redeeming himself after the disaster
of the Dardanelles and a stint in the
trenches. He spear-headed the Mk
4 and Mk 5 tanks that made a huge
difference in 1918. He met with
Monash at AIF HQ on 11 August to
discuss tank performance and
strategies.

3. French Prime Minister Georges
Clemenceau brought much needed
focus and unity of effort at the top
as PM but also as Minister for War.
After four years of war, in 1918 he
provided new impetus from
Government circles.

4. Canadian Sir Arthur Currie
masterminded victory at Vimy Ridge
in 1917 and outperformed in the
Battle of Amiens on 08 August 1918
on the right flank. Had the right flank
stalled, then Monash and the AlF
would have been hugely exposed
and the successful punch-through of
over 10 kms on the ‘Black Day’
might not have been sustained.

Who won World War One and why it matters today

5. French Allied Supreme
Commander Ferdinand Foch
knocked heads together between
the British and French Generals,
plus the difficult USA Contingent
leader JJ Pershing. He finessed the
Armistice and locked in the victory.
He had lost both a son and son-in-
law in the first months of the war on
the Western Front and he cut the
German enemy no slack right
through to the end of the Peace
Conference in 1919, predicting the
Germans would do it all again.

6. British Expeditionary Force
Leader Field Marshal Sir Douglas
Haig became British forces overall
commander after Sir John French
was sacked in 1915. Haig arguably
held things together, gave his better
Generals and Lieutenant Generals
room to perform brilliantly but with
Rawlinson must take some share
for the July 1916 disaster of the
Somme. His Chief of Staff in 1918,
General Herbert Lawrence, also
deserves a mention as a key helper.
7. Sir John Monash, born in
Melbourne, grew up in both
Melbourne and Jerilderie, a
reservist who entered the Army as a
private soldier, and eventually
becoming commander of five AIF
Divisions in the field in May 1918.
He delivered victory using a holistic
approach at Hamel in 93 minutes
and then the big one, the Battle of
Amiens. He did not win the war, but
he made a massive contribution to
victory, especially from 08 August to
05 October - pushing hard and ever
forward to and through the
Hindenburg line.

8. US Army General J J Pershing,
the strong US forces commander in
France, was determined to keep his
men under USA commanders. He
was a difficult person to deal with in
some ways but got the job done in
the southern part of the Western
Front. There is a view he delayed
the US build up, only agreed to by
Congress on Easter Saturday 1917,
to finesse a victory in France
delivered by US forces. This would
give President Woodrow Wilson the
whip hand, but after Foch visited
Pershing for three days late in
August 1918, the US efforts stepped
up several notches and helped turn
the tide in 1918.
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9. General then Field Marshal Sir
Henry Wilson had French
nursemaids growing up and so was
fluent in French from childhood. His
key role, even as Chief of the
General Imperial Staff, was to liaise
with the powerful in Paris and
London. He greatly helped with
coordination and also in the picking
of Foch as Supreme Allied
Commander, pushing hard for British
PM Lloyd George to agree. This
appointment, after four years of a
lack of deep strategic liaison and
coordination, was a vital part of the
winning equation.

And a special 10. Sir William
Lawrence Bragg, youngest-ever
Nobel Laureate and an incredible
Australian engineer who in 1916
devised a system for accurate
enemy artillery location to allow
pinpoint counter-fire. This greatly
helped in the breakthrough 1918
battles.

This is a subjective list but reflects
both the military, political and human
dynamics involved, although | accept
some military historians will say it is
wrong.

At 0530 on 11 Nov 1918, pre-dawn
in the railway carriage blown up by
the SS in World War Two, the
German representatives signed the
Armistice. Sadly 2,000 allied soldiers
died between 0530 and 1059 that
day but essentially all fighting
stopped at 1100 and the Armistice in
reality signalled Allied victory.

We move now to the second
question, the creation in some
cases, affirmation in others of the
Nation State based on democracy
and with core values including the
rights to freedom, to live in peace,
to work, to have a fair go, and the
right to vote.

World War One and its result saw
the obliteration of four powerful
Empires: Austria-Hungary, Ottoman
and German-Prussian with Germany
losing colonies such as New Guinea
and Namibia. Imperial Russia was
wiped out and the boundaries of
Soviet Russia greatly reduced.

By 1920, the three Baltic nation
states of Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania were drawn up, later
occupied but regained independence
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in 1989. World War One and the
Paris deliberations of 1919 led to
the Versailles Treaty and seven new
nation states in Europe and another
seven in the Middle East and
around Armenia.

Fourteen nation states replaced four
big Empires and the majority of
these continue today, although
Czechoslovakia, later split in two
with the Velvet Revolution.

Yugoslavia was also brutally broken
up late in the 20th century to see
Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia, Serbia
and the Republic of North
Macedonia emerge alongside
Albania and Montenegro. Kosovo
was the last to emerge out of
Serbia.

While spheres of influence wax and
wane, the dominant template of
small and large mainly democratic
nation states has continued.

Totalitarian militaristic dictator-led
templates have not vanished but the
defeat of Germany and its autocratic
ways under Kaiser Wilhelm 11,
Bismarck and Hindenburg greatly
turned the tide.

It was a near run thing because had
the Germans captured Amiens
Railway junction in March-April
1918 with the big push under
Operation Michael, then Paris would
probably have fallen and most of
Europe would have become ruled
on a Prussian model.

Sixty one thousand AIF volunteers
all paid with their lives to help
deliver this outcome 100 years ago.

While the world was upturned again
by Hitler, the Nazis and the Imperial
Japanese were beaten in part
because of the advent of the
democratic nation state, stirred to
protect their freedoms and their core
values.

We therefore owe them all a great
deal, including a very young Private
J H Bryant, a shearing shed hand
from Hillston NSW, who was killed
at Lone Pine, Gallipoli, and who
wrote:

And if by chance | should fall

beneath a foreign sky,

| hope some passing wind will blow
a gum leaf where | lie,

A gum leaf fresh and fragrant, blown
from a wild gum tree,

That grows in far Australia, the land

of the free.
